At school he would regularly
miss lessons to go and work in the school garden,

Batallion Royal Fusiliers. He met his beloved wife
‘Betty’ through a mutual friend, and they married while
he was on leave on 22nd December, 1941.

They shared 64 years of happy marriage until she
passed away in 2005.

He leaves behind two daughters, three grandchildren
and an ever growing list of great grandchildren.

All of whom can recall his many stories of the war,

Rationing, working at Land Rover,
and life in general in and around Solihull.
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Harold passed away peacefully after a short illness
on 25th September 2009 aged 94 years,
and now re-united with his beloved late wife Betty.
